14% more primary school children in Africa now go to school than went in 2005 because tuition fees were abolished.  But many children still do NOT go to school because their families cannot afford to pay the textbook fees and buy the uniforms.  For about $100 a year for each child, we can scholarship these children, giving the books and supplies, clothing them as required, and feeding them at lunch time.  

We are not asking every member of St. Mark’s to give $100.  Instead, think of the Grande Lattes we buy at Starbucks.  Couldn’t the money spent on one cup of coffee instead go to support these scholarships?  Think of a quarter pounder at McDonald’s.  Couldn’t we save calories and contribute $2.00 to the scholarship fund by buying a double cheeseburger off the $1 menu instead?  

In most of Africa, the schools are on a trimester schedule:  January – March, May – July, and September – December.  We send the money from St. Mark’s to Ghanaian Mothers’ Hope or some other Episcopal mission (for example, Itipini in South Africa) for distribution to the primary school children and their families one month prior to the beginning of each term.  We collect all year long.
